Labor Day is traditionally when electoral campaigns kick into high gear, but Wood for  
Assembly 2010 has already spent the summer raising funds, signing up volunteers and 
talking to voters.

The incumbent is receiving money from oil companies and other corporations eager to 
protect their tax loopholes; my contributions come from people, not corporations.  We 
have already recruited more than 100 campaign volunteers eager to match “people power”  
to the power of big money.
